Thirtieth Year of Ministry 
 

Thirty years can seem a long time. 
The records of the church contain the 
names and dates of all the Priests, 
Provosts and Ministers—my        
predecessors in office—who served 
this church and its people since the 
13th century and before. Reading the 
long list of names fairly helps to put 
things in perspective. For those with 
an interest in these things, it seems 
that I have been the twenty-first

Neither can, nor should, it 
be. For the church is its people. Real 
people. People with fickle traits and 
personalities. People who live very 
ordinary lives and experience both 
lifeôs harsh injustices and lifeôs   
gentle kindnesses. Good people.  
People who have sensitivity and, 
more often than not, show enormous 
generosity. Faithful people who take 
worship seriously, yet joyously.   
 
 
 
 
 

The composition of the Bothwell 
congregation was quite different 
when first I came. The passing years 
has robbed us of many good,  faithful, 
talented, decent individuals. Yet, the 
passing years have also been kind. 
For our pews are still filled with   
individuals who are good, faithful, 
talented and decent. Indeed, it ought 
to be an enormous encouragement for 
Kirk Session to know that, in spite of 
all the deaths that have sadly taken 
place, we have more members now 
than we had five years ago. 

 

New Beginnings 
 

After a ministry spanning forty-two 
years, it is now time for Doreen to 
fully retire and for me to join her. 
Friends have been kind: encouraging 
us by saying a whole new life      
beckons. And there is truth in that. 
Christianity teaches that life is a   
journey and, on that journey, there 
are constantly fresh beginnings and 
new adventures to enjoy. We both 
look forward to that with great     
excitement.

fortune came to the aid of our project. 
Practically the entire route from       
Hoddom to Glasgow can make use of 
existing, maintained pathways. 
 

From Hoddom the Annandale Way can 
be followed to Moffat where a section of 
the Southern Upland Way leads over to 
Traquair. From there the Cross Scotland 
Drove Road heads across to Peebles 
where the traveller will encounter the 
John Buchan Way leading to Biggar. A 
series of byways can then be   followed 
past Tinto Hill to the Clyde Weir and the 
start of the Clyde Walkway which leads 
all the way, through Bothwell, to     
Glasgow Green and finally to Glasgow 
Cathedral.  This represents a journey of 
some 150 miles which can be            
undertaken in a dozen easy stages with 
food and accommodation awaiting the 
weary pilgrim at the end of each day.  
 

The Kentigern Way offers a fine long-
distance walking route, traversing a 
wide variety of landscapes.  It           
encompasses superb scenery and leads 
the traveller past many places of interest 
spanning six millennia of Scottish    
history. It can be tackled as a single  
expedition or in a series of separate  
outings.  
 

So where are we now with the project? 
The entire route has been surveyed and 
accommodation options identified.   
Discussions have been held with            
representatives of the five Local       
Authorities who are responsible for the 
upkeep of their sections of the paths. A 
logo and Kentigern Way way-marker 
disks have been commissioned. The 
construction of a website is underway 
and a Kentigern Way Steering Group 
has been established, affiliated to the 
Scottish Pilgrim Routes Forum (SPRF). 
Our own Minister, Rev J Gibson and 
Jack Gallacher Chairman of the      
Bothwell Historical Society are         
represented on the Steering Group.   
Given a fair wind the Kentigern Way 
should be launched by next summer, 
possibly with an inaugural walk – so get 
your boots ready!

established Druidic orthodoxy and it 
can be surmised that the journeyings 
of a Christian missionary would not 
be without incident. 
 

Kentigern was a powerful figure, 
himself of royal descent; directing 
an expanding expanding Christian 
See from his Glasgow base and          
consorting with rulers at the highest 
level. For reasons that are not                
documented, at some point he was 
obliged to leave Glasgow, perhaps 
because of threats to his life or a 
serious disagreement with local 
authorities.He fled south and sought 
refuge at the court of Owain mab 
Urien a Christian king based in 
Rhegged/Cumbria. Kentigern      
continued his evangelical activities 
there and was gifted a piece of land 
at Hoddom situated on the banks of 
the Annan just north of the present 
town. There he established a         
monastery which, it is said, grew to 
rival Lindisfarne in importance.  He 
spent many years operating from 
Hoddom and further south until he 
was recalled to Glasgow where he 
continued his missionary activities 
until his death. 
 

It is surmised that he would have 
made n of that name. periodic    
journeys between these two        
important religious centres in   
Glasgow and at Hoddom. The exact 
route of these journeys is, of course, 
not recorded but we can indulge in 
some informed speculation. He 
would almost certainly have       
followed riverside pathways south 
eastwards along the Clyde Valley. 
Beyond Lanark the route becomes 
less   distinct. However it is        
recorded that Kentigern frequented 
Stobo Kirk for occasional retreats 
and it is likely that he would have 
stopped there en route. Continuing 
his journey southwards over the 
head of Tweeddale on ancient but 
well-trodden pathways he would      
eventually have reached the head of 
Annandale near where the town of 
Moffat is now situated, whence he 
could continue down Annandale 
along the road system left by  
Agricolaôs legions and so directly to 
Hoddom.  This, then, is the route 
adopted as the basis of  Kentigern 
Way. 
 

The creation of a walking trail   
requires many things: the choice 
and mapping of the route, the     
construction and maintenance of 
footpaths, negotiations with local 
landowners for access, installation 
of gates, styles and signage, to name 
a few.  It is a substantial and      
expensive undertaking. This is 
where some superlative good  
 
 

 

THE KENTIGERN WAY

Our conversation had been about the 
resurgence of pilgrimage as a form of 
Christian devotion and  the recent       
participation of Members of Bothwell 
churches in walking part of the great 
Camino de Santiago de Compostela.  
óòDo you know Billô, said our       
Minister, ña pilgrim route of our own 
could be created which would traverse 
the Clyde Valley, pass through    
Bothwell and lead to St Mungoôs  
Cathedral in Glasgow.  Bothwell   
Parish Church and its ancient links 
with the cathedral would be an      
obvious stopping point on such a 
route.ôô  From such casual remarks are 
major  projects born! 
 
The idea of a pilgrim route caught my 
interest and a period of research was  
initiated. Books on medieval history 
were purchased, hagiographies of 
saints     acquired, walking guides  
perused.  The dining room was       
requisitioned as a map-room.  For 
months Ordinance Survey maps    
littered every available surface. But 
bit by bit, from the mists of medieval 
Scotland and the few discernible        
historical facts a surprisingly clear 
picture of a pilgrim route started to 
emerge - The Kentigern Way. 
 
Kentigern, otherwise known as St     
Mungo, is the patron saint of        

Glasgow.  Much of his life story is 
based upon a collection of myths and 

miracles,       commemorated in the 
Glasgow coat of arms - the bird, the 

bell, the tree and the ring. He was 
however, a real person who lived in 
the second half of the 6th century 

about 150 years after the departure of 
the Romans from Scotland. He was  

contemporary with St Columba 
whom, it is claimed, he met. At that 

that time Strathclyde was part of a 
North British kingdom which        

encompassed southern Scotland and 
stretched as far south as Cumbria. It 
was ruled by powerful princedoms 

who owed allegiance to tribal kings 
and it was surrounded on all sides by 

hostile nations. Constant warfare on 
the borders and among rival princes 

would have been the norm. Add to 
this, the mighty clash between an
